Bathed in the refracted luminous light that
attracted a colony of artists here in the 19th
century, Skagen juts out in the confluence
of the Kattegat and Skagerrak and is
characterized by landscapes of once
migratory sand dunes, wind brushed
heathes and seascapes dotted with white
horses. In a few parts of the town there are
still some of the straw yellow houses with
their red fluted tile roofs that were once
commonplace and the Skagen Museum
showcases some of the eponymous group
of artist’s work, evocatively capturing the
daily lives of fisherman and the play of light
on the beaches.

As you might expect fish is the big thing
here and down by the harbour there is the
Skagen Fiskerestaurant which has food to
die for and also Jolheuset with outdoor
seating. Easy to meander through Skagen is
a long sliver of town dissected by its main
street running more of less parallel with the
beach.
